Press release: Judicial review 7 November 2003

At the Administrative Court, The Strand, London.

On this day the following matter will be heard. In the first arrests for criminal damage by the civil rights group fathers-4-justice, Mr O'Connell was refused the opportunity to make his case for a jury trial.

In so doing Mr O'Connell alleges that the judge showed partiality and that two decisions were made by the legal advisor to the magistrates Court rather than by the judge.

The judicial review of the judge’s decision will be heard along with three important public interest matters:

1) The right to jury trial and to be judged by our peers as Mr O'Connell no longer trusts the judiciary after experiences in the secret divorce courts where he alleges custody is given to mothers at all costs regardless of the best interest of the children.


2) This is a public interest matter of widespread, persistent and systematic abuses of fathers and children’s rights.  There will be 24 witnesses to give evidence under oath as to their own experiences including grandmothers, aunts, children and fathers.


3) Allegations of treasonable acts by the judiciary who swear their oath to the Queen will also be raised along with the lack of due care, the lack of an effective remedy and evidence of other matters related to the psychological and physical well-being of this nations future.
